This document is intended as a guideline for groups, individuals and/or organisations involved in social work and welfare education that would like to apply for funding assistance for research or educational project initiatives.

Mission Statement
The Australian Association for Social Work and Welfare Education is committed TO ensuring high quality support and information exchange for educators in the field of teaching, research, and educational policy development. 

Conditions
Up to two small grants of up to $3000 (GST inclusive) are available for applicants wishing to undertake research and/or educational project work in line with AASWWE’s mission statement. Applications for support for research/ projects are encouraged from individuals, groups and/or organisations involved in social work and welfare education. The lead investigator for the project must be a current financial member of AASWWE at the time of submitting for the grant in order for the project to be eligible for consideration.  Support for financial assistance will be decided on merit and when there is more than one application, relevant merit will be assessed from the competitive field of applicants. Support for the research or project may be in whole or in part.

A. Research application
The application should be between a maximum of 10 pages in length, in at least 12 point font and must include a reference list of cited articles (included in page count) 
To apply applicants need to address the following criteria:
1. Details of applicants
2. Project title
3. Project description
4. Project aims
5. Background/context
6. Research design
7. Timeline
8. Significance to AASWWE mission statement
9. Benefits to social work and welfare education
10. Budget outlining support required and how the monies will be spent.
11. Plan for dissemination of results.

B. Educational projects
To apply applicants need to address the following criteria:
1. Project summary
2. Aims and Objectives
3. Method of inquiry
4. Project implementation
5. Timeline
6. Learning outcomes relevant to AASWWE mission statement
7. Benefits to social work and welfare education
8. Support required
9. Project evaluation
10. Communication of results

Conditions of support for all projects
On receipt of funding support all applicants will sign a small grant agreement and formally accept the conditions of support. All applicants need to be paid up members of AASWWE to apply for the grant. Applicants will be assessed against the current available funds allocated for such initiatives.

Further conditions are listed as:
1. Project plans and outcomes are identified as relevant to social work and welfare education teaching and research.
2. The budget is handled carefully and appropriately
3. AASWWE executive is provided with 6 monthly reports of the project and yearly statement of summary of expenditure and forward projected estimates of project within specified timeline outlined in the original application.
4. The project is to be completed in the timeframe indicated in application.
5. The research team acknowledges the support received from AASWWE in the dissemination of results.
6. AASWWE executive is provided with a formal summary of the project within three months of the project’s completion.
7. AASWWE will provide summary of projects undertaken at the annual general meeting.
8. Copy of report or research findings to be available to AASWWE members

Review process
At least one peer referee and one member of national executive of AASWWE will review each application. Applicants will be notified of their application within six weeks of submitting application. The decision of the committee will be final and no negotiations will be entered into after the final decision. All applicants will be given written comments about their application.
